Public Walk to Angel Springs South Slopes A visit to see tufa
deposits at Kelowna’s only warm spring. A moderately easy hike on well maintained
trail 9am -1pm bring lunch: leader geologist Bob Fulton.

Angel Springs is disappointing if you are expecting something like the terraced hotsprings of
Yellowstone Park or the hot pools found in the Kootenay’s. What you will see is a small
creek flowing over a forest floor with some stretches of its channel lined with orange-rust
coloured algae. The water temperature is in the low twenties so these springs are classified
as “warm springs” (temperature between 20° and 32°). They do however, make an
interesting destination for a moderately easy hike.

The total hike length will approach 6 km and it could take a full 3 hours. The trail does not
have a lot of steep ups and downs and is moderately good - as hiking trails go. We will meet
at the parking lot for the East Kelowna Sportsfield, which is at 2741 East Kelowna Rd. East
Kelowna Rd. is located where K.L.O. Rd becomes McCulloch Rd. (just east of McCullock
Station Pub). We will consolidate to car pool to the trail head which is on the east side of
June Springs Rd in Myra-Bellevue Provincial Park. Please be at the meeting place by 9:00.
